Indiana State University is proud to present its eighth annual Summer Institute for Conductor Training. This five-day clinic features renowned conductor/teachers Frank Battisti, professor emeritus from the New England Conservatory and Tim Foley, former conductor of the “President’s Own” United States Marine Band. 

The host and Director of Bands at ISU is Dr. Roby G. George. The Symposium is entitled The Study, Rehearsing, and Conducting of Music, which puts the focus on musical interpretation, score preparation, rehearsal techniques, and insightful and creative artistry on the podium.  This is an intense symposium designed to challenge the musical intellect and conducting of the participants.  The repertoire will include three (3) major chamber wind works:

Serenade in D minor, Opus 44          Antonin Dvorak

Serenade in C minor, Opus 388        Wolfgang A. Mozart
